v' Letters of Recommendation - Include TWO letters of recommendation. One letter should be
from the pastor, youth leader or chairperson of the Higher Education and Campus Ministry
Committee of your local church. The other may be from a person of your choosing. It is
preferable that neither of these letters come from a relative.

v" High School or College Transcript - Include a copy of you high school transcript or your college
transcript if you have already completed college course work.

v' School Acceptance Letter -Include a copy of your acceptance letter from the United Methodist
school, college, or university you will attend in the fall if not previously enrolled.

v' Personal Statement - Prepare a short personal statement to address the question: “Why have
you chosen a United Methodist school, college, or university?”
