Brubaker-Thompson Peace Fund
Robert C. Brubaker was a United Methodist pastor in the West Michigan Conference whose ministry was dedicated to causes which promoted peace with justice.  On his death in 1987, a peace fund was established in his memory.

Today, the Brubaker-Thompson Peace Fund is an endowed fund supported by the Brubaker and Thompson families in the West Michigan Annual Conference of the United Methodist Church.  Each year, monies generated by the endowment are made available to support United Methodist projects.  These projects can be United Methodist-hosted or completed by United Methodist members.  These funds are to be used for activities that have a clear connection to peace and justice activism, for example, local or overseas mission trips; peace and justice advocacy training, conferences, and leadership development; or justice programming start-ups.
Applications must be received at least six weeks before the beginning of the project.  
At the completion of each project, each grant recipient will be required to submit a brief, one-page report describing the activities to the West Michigan Board of Church and Society and Ellen Brubaker at johnellen5@comcast.net.
